1-Misconception: Muhammad claimed to be a 

prophet of God, he wrote the Qurõan 

2-Misconception: Muhammad was a war monger 

3-Misconception: Muhammad married too many 

women, he is a womanizer 

4-Misconception: His teachings are arcane, they do 

not apply in our lives today 



What is the evidence that 

Muhammad is a prophet & 

messenger of God? 
 

-We need to examine the message that he brought: 

is it authentic and divine or is it the work of a 

human being? 

-What was his character? Was he honest and 

truthful or was he a fake and lied? 

-Why millions of people still follow him and obey 

his orders? 



When Jews & Christians are asked 

about the Qurõan 

   Their assertion is the following: 

ÅMuhammad wrote the Qurõan 

ÅMuhammad learned material for his Qurõan 

from Jewish & Christian scholars whom he met 

during his travels 



They say he is being taught by 

someone else 

òBut the unbelievers say: òNo, this is but a lie 
which he has forged, and others have helped 
him at itó 

 Al-Furqan 25: 4 

òWe know indeed that they say: òIt is a man 
that teaches himó The tongue they wickedly 
point to is notably foreign, while this is 
Arabic, pure and clearó 

 An-Nahl 16: 103 



Misconception: Muhammad wrote 

the Qurõan 

ÂMuhammad was illiterate: he could not read 
or write 

ÂThe evidence for the authenticity of the 
Qurõan is in the Qurõan itself 

   -The Qurõan is logical and guides us to the truth 

     and it affects our hearts and minds 

   -It has no mistakes or contradictions, none of its 
verses were proven wrong 

   -No one could produce such a Qurõan 

 



Muhammad could not read or write 

òYou were unable to recite a Book before this 

(revelation came), nor were you able to write 

it with your right hand. In that case indeed, 

the talkers of vanity would have doubted. 

No, here are signs self-evident in the hearts
